Setting Up Your Network Connection (Mac OS X)

The next few steps will guide you through how to change your computer name and password so that you do not have problems logging onto the Hamilton network.
1. Select Apple >> System Preferences.

2. In System Preferences, select Network.
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3. Make sure that the Location is set to Automatic and Configure is set to Built-in Ethernet.  Under the TCP/IP tab, Configure should be set to Using DHCP.
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4. Close the Network Preferences window.  Save the changes
