Depending upon the outcome of this NSF may need to write a letter requesting the deployment of a station at or very near to Vernadsky. E. Domack will keep NSF appraised of this situation.
2) Clarification of PI participation (E. Domack) in 2008 field season to help deploy GPS units at three places on western side of AP.

3) Training and experience with GPS stations for RPS staff person(s) to be provided by UNAVCO as preparation for 2010 field season aboard Palmer. UNAVCO rep not scheduled, as of now, to be on board the Palmer.
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
