Our kickoff event will feature documents and personal
effects of Samuel Kirkland.

The exhibit will include documents from the Samuel Kirkland Papers, pewter and
china that belonged to Kirkland, a ledger in which he kept accounts, and one or two
of his books.

Goodwillie will assemble a small group of documents, artifacts, and visual materials
relating to a specific period in the history of Hamilton College.
